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 Industrial zoned lands are rezoned to the 
General Commercial (C1) and Central 
Business (C2) Zones, which permit a 
variety of commercial and limited light 
industrial uses, as well as residential units 
on upper floors.  Developers are 
encouraged to re-use existing buildings. 

 

 Buildings are encouraged to be oriented 
to the street and parking and architectural 
controls are improved.   

 
 A waterfront park and trail is identified as 

a priority. 

Historically, the development of Port 
Williams was strongly linked to the 
waterfront.  From the late 19

th
 to mid 20

th
 

century, the waterfront was the hub of the 
shipping industry in Kings County, which 
saw sailing vessels ship lumber, potatoes 
and apples to world markets.  

 

The draft Secondary Planning Strategy encourages the waterfront 
to be redeveloped into an active mixed-used destination.

Today, the wharf has fallen into disrepair and the 
industrial nature of the waterfront is on the decline. 
Meanwhile, the waterfront industrial park has not 
realized its full potential and a significant amount of 
land remains vacant.  
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
